Pastor Bogan, his wife Brooke, and kids will be 
present June 27–30, 2024, to meet the 
congregation, sta�, ministry teams and preach a 
candidating message June 30. 
Pastor Kit comes to East Bay Calvary Church highly qualified, 
with a rich background in Christian ministry and experience. 
Educationally, he received a Bachelor of Music in Sacred Music 
from Moody Bible Institute (Chicago, IL) in 2006; and a Master of 
Theology (Th.M.) in Pastoral Theology, Practice and Spiritual 
Formation from Dallas Theological Seminary (Dallas, TX) in 2013.  
He was the recipient of the J. Ellwood Evans Award in Pastoral 
Ministry and the Lewis Sperry Chafer Award for Christian 
character, scholarship, and spiritual leadership.

Currently, he is the lead pastor of Carney Evangelical Free 
Church in Carney, MI. Previously, he served as Associate and 
Youth Pastor at Central Christian Church in Seymour, IN, and as 
Worship Director at Grace Bible Church in Dallas, TX.
As lead pastor at Carney Evangelical Free Church, God has used 
Pastor Kit to preach biblical expository messages, train and equip 

the elders, oversee the restructuring of ministry, and implement 
the new constitution and bylaws. He has led in the development of 
life groups and seen many come to faith in Christ and follow the 
Lord in believer’s baptism.

Kit’s wife Brooke is a wonderful wife and mom to their young family 
of three, and is a supportive and involved ministry partner. She 
loves to sing on their worship team and connect with children’s 
and women’s ministries. She is active in life groups and her smile is 
contagious. Brooke is a gifted musician in her own right and 
attended Interlochen Arts Academy for two years. She has been 
playing with the Great Lakes Chamber Orchestra (GLCO) since 
March 2023.
